The emphasis on quality technology 
integration as well as Father Dan 
Oschwald's establishment of the 
Cathedral Self-Study Commission 
(CSSC) launched Cathedral School 
into its future this past year - and it has 
been a smooth lift-off!

Our 1:1 Laptop program (piloted in the 5th grade) went better than 
administrators and teachers could have expected. Surveys of 
participating parents and students showed the same results. 
Cathedral School has earned the reputation of being a leader in 
our diocese with technology and we have been happy to host 
schools from across the diocese as visitors.  I'd say they are most 
impressed with the ease in which our teachers have transitioned to 
a "different way of instructing" using technology.  We will 
continue our program with the purchase of tablets for our rising 
5th graders and of course our pilot class (now rising 6th graders) 
are more than happy to take their laptops with them to middle 
school.  Middle Schools teachers - get ready - here they come!

Father Dan has provided visionary leadership this year with the 
establishment of the CSSC.  Clearly, our parish has exploded with 
record growth over the past decade.  That, along with Bishop 
Burbidge's feasibility study for the construction of a new 
Cathedral campus, has caused our parish to stop, take a breath, 
and plan for the future needs of our parish and school. I'd like to 
thank two school parents for being part of the CSSC.  Mr. Michael 
LaPaglia and Mr. Craig Ralph are offering their professional 
expertise to this process. We can't wait to hear what the CSSC will 
recommend to Father Dan.
  
Our teachers and students worked hard this year implementing the 
"Empowering Writers" program in grades K-5 and an A-B 
schedule in grades 6-8.  The A-B schedule allows for longer class 
periods in 4 core courses (Literature, Language Arts, Science and 
Social Studies) and with the emphasis on collaborative work, 
technology integration and hands-on science, it has been a useful 
effort.  Schools can no longer be ruled by a bell ringing every 45 
minutes just when "the lesson was getting good", to quote many a 
student and teacher!

As you can see from what I've just shared, Cathedral School is so 
much more than just standardized test scores.  But it is hard to 
ignore the impressive results from last fall's testing.  99th 
percentile in all grades - that's the top 1% when compared to 
schools across the nation.   Now that is what I call sky high 
achievement!
